CL&P has updated their restoration projection for the State of CT. New Milford is expected to be back to 100% power by 12Midnight on Sunday, November 6th.  In the meantime, the following facilities are available: 

The Warming Station at Sarah Noble Intermediate School, 25 Sunny Valley Road is currently open.
At 2pm on 11/5, the Warming station will be moved to The Maxx at 94 Railroad Street.  You may charge your electric devices, but you must stay with them.  Bring all necessary medications, your favorite pillow & blanket with you.
The Gaylordsville Volunteer Fire Department, 700 Kent Road, is staffed 24/7 firefighters and is offering their firehouse around the clock as a warming center (no sleeping facilities). There are extra outlets to charge your electronics and water is available. 

An Emergency Water Filling Station is available to replenish your household water supply while waiting for power to be restored.  Please bring your own containers to the Old Ambulance Barn at 20 Young’s Field Road, at the corner of Housatonic Avenue and Young’s Field Road, next to the Recycling Center.

United Water Company has lifted all Boil Water Advisories or New Milford.
DO NOT use outdoor grills or fire pits inside your home for heat or cooking.  Doing so creates an extremely hazardous situation, including a build-up of carbon monoxide and potential for fire. 

Hot Showers are available until 8pm on 11/4 and from 4-8pm on 11/5 & 11/6 at NM High School, 388 Danbury Rd.  Bring your shower supplies, including a towel and shower shoes.  Use the entrance at the southern end of the High School.
Remember, if you have a sidewalk in front of your home or business, you are required to keep it clear of snow.

Connecticut DOT, in conjunction with the Housatonic Railroad has postponed the repair of the Bridge Street Railroad Crossing due to storm damage and recovery efforts. This at grade crossing will be repaired beginning November 8 through November 10, 2011.  During that time, the crossing will be closed to all traffic.  All properties will be accessible at all times during the construction.  Local traffic, please use alternate routes.  Thru traffic, please follow detour signs.
