SMALL BUSINESS USE:


New Milford Businesses Only.


A small business is defined as one that has not more than 2 principals and 10 employees. Small businesses are required to pay the Bulky waste fees, fees for specific items and $0.10 per pound for recyclables.





RECYCLABLES: New Milford has switched to mixed use recycling.


Plastic: Bottles, containers, tubs & lids, plastic one-use cups (no lids no straws)


Paper: Cardboard & boxes, food & beverage containers, junk mail, magazines & newspaper inserts, newsprint, office paper, pizza boxes


Metal: Aerosol containers (food grade only), aluminum foil, cans & bottles, foil containers, metal lids from cans and bottles


Glass: Beverage bottle & jars, food bottles & jars


Textiles: May be placed in the Salvation Army bin. Textiles include but are not limited to-most footware, clothing, accessories like hats, gloves, purses, bathrobes, ties, belts and duffle bags. All linens/kitchen towels and stuffed animals too!
