NEW DEP E-CYCLING (Electronics) REGULATIONS

EFFECTIVE AT THE NEW MILFORD RECYCLING CENTER

FAQ’S:

State and local governments have had to respond to the challenge of managing the ever-increasing amounts of electronic devices ending up in the solid waste stream. These devices, commonly referred to as "electronic waste" or "e-waste" typically contain toxic substances such as lead, cadmium and mercury and have become a growing portion of the solid waste steam in a time when Connecticut needs to pursue aggressive recycling goals.
In 2007, the legislature passed Public Act 07-189, amended in 2008 by Public Act 08-35, requiring manufacturers of televisions, computers and monitors to finance the recycling of their products. The Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) added printers through regulation. These items are collectively known as covered electronic devices or "CEDs”. 
It is likely that residents will bring in other electronic devices in addition to those covered under the law and regulations. By definition, CEDs are limited to televisions, computers, monitors and printers. Devices such as keyboards, mice, VCRs, DVD players, etc. are not covered under the law. The municipality is not obligated to recycle these residential devices and may instead divert them to the solid waste stream.
Effective January 1, 2011 there will be a disposal ban that prohibits anyone (1) from knowingly discarding a CED at a solid waste disposal facility other than a transfer station, and (2) charging a fee to state residents bringing seven or fewer CEDs to a collector (apparently a transfer station or solid waste hauler) at any one time.
Will there be a fee for Connecticut residents to recycle their CEDs? 
No.  The law specifically states that there shall be no charge to the residents bringing in seven or fewer CED devices to recycle.
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EFFECTIVE 10-2-10 THE NEW MILFORD RECYCLING CENTER WILL ACCEPT FREE OF CHARGE THE CED’S LISTED ABOVE.

This is for residents of New Milford, Sherman and Brookfield, all people that currently have the use of the New Milford facility.

A sticker is required for the above residents to drop off ALL other materials taken at the Recycling Center. CED’s are the ONLY exception. You do not need a sticker to drop off ONLY CED’s. Please follow the instructions given to you at the recycling center gate.

Other electronic devices (i.e. VCR’s, CD players etc.) can be brought to the Recycling Center, however, the Town reserves the right to charge for these items depending on our disposal costs or until they become mandated under the law.

The Town encourages residents to buy and dispose of these devices responsibly. Many retail stores and manufacturers have agreements to recycle these devices at the point of purchase and therefore we recommend you check with these locations for additional recycling opportunities.
